“I knew both men and do not believe
there {s a jury in Dallas county that will
ever convict the slayer. Langford was a
Tennesseean, and has a wife back
old state. At least he told me that a wom-
an who bears his name was left behind
whken he came to Texas. A Dallas under-
taker took charge of the remains and in-
terment will take place to-day. Vanlanding-
ham has liveéd in Dallas county for many
years 2nd is well-llhed by his neighbors.

¥armers Branch, Tex., Aug. 2.—Theophi-
lus Vaznlandingham shot and instantly
killed J. L. Langfard, hus hired man, at the
home of the former, two miles from: this
place, at 6:30 2. m. Immediately after the
shooting he rode a half mule aver to J. A,
Suilivan’s and surrendered anc‘*delivered to
Mrzofumvan his weapons, a shotgun and
jot:]

Justice of the Peace C. H. Blewett was
telephoned to and came over from Richard-
son, accompamed by Constable Stratton, to
holld an inquest. Testimony at the inquest
breyght out the fact that it was a case of
family affairs. Also that Langford was
shot three times in the breast, face and
shoulder. On s person was found a pistol
and six cartridges, also $3.15 in money. He
was a man of about 5 years and a natite
of Tennessee, though he has been in this
country several years.

Vanlandingham was released on $500 bond,
peoding an invesidgaiion by the grand jury.

Vanlandingham has lived_hers for fifteen
years and  has always been considered
peaceable.
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
